She highlighted that the biggest challenge faced by Persons with Disabilities (PwDs) is not inadequate infrastructure but attitudinal barriers in society, calling for respect, dignity, and empathy rather than sympathy. He underscored the importance of collective action to ensure that humanitarian efforts reach the most vulnerable, expressed solidarity with humanitarian workers across the globe, and lauded the Mizo people for their commitment and contribution to humanitarian causes
